The Basset Hound Olympics began in 1990 as a fun event for Emerald Empire Basset Hound Fanciers
(EEBHF) club members and their dogs. The games were designed to put together a competition where all
members’ dogs could compete equally, be they show dogs or family pets. Soon other basset hound
owners were invited to come and participate. At that time, EEBHF realized we could help Basset Hounds
in need by using a portion of these proceeds to help fund Basset Rescue efforts.
